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The U.S. Senate voted last night to acquit the President of both Articles of                           
Impeachment.  
 
“Today I am sad and angry, but unsurprised. It is the job of our Representatives to                               
ensure each of the three branches of government remain co-equal. Our system of                         
government was purposefully set up to prevent abusing power for personal gain and to                           
provide checks and balances.” Williams said. “I am disappointed in the Republican                       
Representatives who voted to protect their own power rather than holding the                       
President accountable for his actions.
